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It has become apparent at recent galas that the behavior of some swimmers, whether on poolside or in changing rooms, is completely unacceptable.  There are guidelines available on the club website outlining the club's expectations for swimmers attending galas either as individuals or having been selected to represent the club.
 

There are numerous volunteers involved in attending galas.  These are people that give up their time for free who should not be put in a position where they are chasing swimmers who are not ready, who are rude, and who appear to view the event as an opportunity to misbehave. Coaches should not have to apologise to officials for the behavior of some of their team members.
 

Whilst you are wearing the club kit you are representing Black Lion Swimming Club. As such you will be expected to behave appropriately in order to promote the values and professionalism of our team.
 

Bad behaviour at galas can result in exclusion from subsequent events, and repeated incidents will result in further action being taken, up to & including suspension & ultimately expulsion from the club.
