The third round of the Medways took place at Medway Park on Saturday night with a lengthy programme including the open 200 metres freestyle.

 

Black Lion continued to be successful especially in the younger age groups and with a total of 30 finalists in the age group events we demonstrated our all-round strength. However, with many of our older swimmers missing, we had fewer event winners than usual.

 

The first final saw Daisy Anderson demonstrate her class with a win in the 10 year old 50m freestyle. This was followed by comfortable first and second places in the girls 9/11 relay. The boys relay was a much closer race and all four boys deserve a special mention for beating a very strong Maidstone team - Richard Carr and 
Henry Jones (with a spot on takeover) got us off to a great start, then came 8 year old Cian Bethel and finally David Smith who just managed to hold off the fast finishing Maidstone swimmer.  All four are entitled to be very proud of their gold medals.

 

Our next winner was Sophie Boyle who needed to produce her best ever swim to win the 11years 50m butterfly in a time of 38.02. Our final winner on the night was Ellie Abela in the 12 years 100m Individual Medley but as we provided all six finalists and both the reserves the win for the club was never in doubt.  I think this is the first time that have ever managed to take all of the top eight places in a Medway event.
